A Look Back in Time...
April 1947, based on Vestry Minutes
Compiled by Rodney Goebel

st Paul 6s Vestry met on the evening of April 7,
opened the meeting with a prayer. Vestry members in attendance included: Crenshaw, Clayton, Tucker, Kir
Allensworth, Wiesen, Maedgen, Ashburn, Whiteside and Allen.

Charles Maedgen and Mrs. Raymond Shook presented a report for the Seaman Hall Committee. The
budget for 1947 was $1250. Subtracted from this amount was $225 for utilities, leaving $1025 for its propos
projects. It was noted that Seaman Hall had requested a phonograph and lamps. D. Kinney made a motion,
onded by Asburn, that an extra $170 be added to Seaman Hall funds for April and May 1947. The motion
passed.

The women of the church, representing the kitchen and UTO, agreed not to present a plan until later.

As for music and worship, Mr. Tucker reported that Elton Plowman had been approached to lead th
church music on a weblgweek basis. He said that Mr. Plowman was considering the offer. Mr. Tucker urged
that more appreciation should be given to the cft

A number of bills were presented by the Treasurer to the Vestry for approval. They included $20 to
Adair Music Co. for organ repairs; $39.96 to W. R. Dean for repairs to the church; $24.09 to Mrs. Frank Smi
for Sunday School materials; $39.55 to Cochran |
the St. Phillips Society for supplies; $10.03 to The Cloister Press for printing; $4.50 to the Department of So
Science for pamphl et s; .90 to St. Paul 6s Book S
uum cleaner; and $20.59 to Duplex Envelope Co. for printing supplies. Mr. Winslow presented a bill for ex-
penses that he had paid. They included: $7.50 for Leadership Training for Sunday School; $42.55 for posta
$13.13 for paper; $1.65 for latigtant calls and $5.00 to the International Council, another Sunday School ex-
pense.

In other business, there was the question of the lawn mower. Charles Crenshaw and the House Corr
tee were told to investigate that need. A motion was made, seconded and passed that the church purchase
six chairs for Sunday School. Mr. Winslow announced that he would be absent on Sunday, April 20, when |
would be with Bishop Quarterman and Sunday, April 27 when he would be with Mr. Tom Murphy.

APRIL 16, 1947, SPECIAL MEETING of the VESTRY The first item of business came from R.C.
Tucker, Chairman of the Music Committee. It concerned hiring a choir director in addition to the organist. H
said that he had talked to Dr. Morton (who was ¢
Morton refused, saying he would rather be the organist only. However, he was willing to step down. Mr. Tuc
contacted Elton Plowman and his wife, Gladys, proposing that Elton lead the choir and Gladys play the org
If this worked out, Mr. Tucker recommended that Dr. Morton be paid through May.

And so, a motion was made by Mr. Walter Clayt
Plowman for $75 plus $50 for organist and director of the choir on atoasrthth basis. As for Dr. Morton,
it was recommended that he be paid through June. The motion carried. The Secretary of the Vestry was the
instructed to notify the Pl owmans of the action
and they were the mainstay for St. Paul 8ds musi c
was directed to notify him through the music committee that his services were to discontinue. It was annoul
that the Music Committee was planning a dinner for the music people, the Vestry and others.

The Secretary of the Vestry was instructed to write a letter to the War Assets Commission about pert
securing such surplus items as an air conditioner, a typewriterplaoramjoaph, and a motor driven lawn-
mower. Business completed, the meeting adjoined.

place on the black asphalt of Wilbur Cross Parkway in Milford, Conn. So HOW DO THEY KNOW he was
from the Black Hills? The scientists who did the autopsy on this cat sent a chunk of muscle to the U.S. Fore:
Servicesd6 Wildlife Genetics Lab in Missoul a, Mo n
range. The lab has a very extensive genetics database comprising 50 different wildlife species.

The team of scientists compared DNA from the Con
the database, using DNA fingerprinting techniqgue
They looked at 20 DNA microsatellitésareas with repeated genetic elements of varying léngghwell as
portions of maternally inherited DNA from the mi
mitochondri ahaueed hef Atplnevecel | 0ét hey produce the
The mitochondrial DNA matched the genetic profile of Black Hills cats with 99.8% accuracy!

There are an estimated 2006 0 cougars in the Black Hills. A wee
newspaper article in the western South Dakota area about cougars, aka Mountain Lions. 90% of the subadt
males leave the Black Hills. Nonetheless, to find one 2,000 miles away is indeed phenomenal.

This Black Hills boy journey took him through Wisconsin where samples of hair and dung linked him to the
Black Hills. There have been only four documented cougars seen in Wisconsin since 2008.

Female cougars are not known to travel as extensively but if they did perhaps wild cougars could become es
tablished on the East coast again.

Where was this cat going? And where are we going? God be with us all.
