From the Rector: 
  
During our summer vacation last year we were in the Salt Lake City area.  One day we visited two sites that were sepa-
rated by 118 miles and one mountain range, and yet had a strange historical interrelationship. 
  
At Montpelier, Idaho we visited the National Oregon/California Trail Center.  We had seen parts of this trail previ-
ously, both its beginnings in Independence, Missouri, as well as a number of sites in western Nebraska. Between 1834 
and 1868, an estimated 400,000 people made the arduous 3 to 6 month, 2,000 mile journey west.  The docents and the 
design of the museum were effective in giving a glimpse of what travel on the trail was like.  It was a strange thing to 
contemplate, walking beside an ox-drawn wagon which was hauling all your worldly possessions halfway across the 
continent. 
  
That same day we visited the Golden Spike National Historic Site in Promontory, Utah.  We were fortunate to see a 
live reenactment, complete with two locomotives, of the moment in 1869 when a golden spike was driven into a rail-
road tie, which in the blink of an eye connected the Union Pacific and Central Pacific railroads, linking the east and 
west coasts by rail.  With the driving of that spike, travel time across the continent was reduced to 1 week, a more than 
12 fold increase in speed. 
  
From 3+ months to 1 week.  It's hard to imagine that degree of increase of speed (for us it'd be like a technical innova-
tion which allowed you to drive to Amarillo in 10 minutes, or to Washington, DC, in 2 hours).  But of course, trans-
continental speeds continued to fall after 1869, from a week to a couple of days (by land) or a matter of hours (by air). 
  
We all know that yesterday's innovations and luxuries become today's necessities.  I sometimes wonder how the Chris-
tian church ever got anything done without cell phones, computers, and the web, let alone electricity, air conditioning, 
and Xerox machines.  But such rapid technological change can bring spiritual problems as well.  Thus I'd like to suggest 
two corrective attitudes: 
  
1.  An attitude of thankfulnessñGod has created us in such a way that we are creative beings.  God has also created 
the world in such a way that natural laws are discoverable and reliable (so far it's been my experience that gravity works 
every time).  And many technological innovations have greatly improved our quality of life. However, we also needé 
  
2.  An attitude of humilityñAs wonderful as our technology is, we still run into fundamental limitations.  We can't stop 
tornadoes or hurricanes.  Heck, we have a hard time plugging one deep water oil well.  And there are some problems 
that can never be solved technologically, like really beginning to love our neighbors as ourselves. 
  
Here at St. Paul's, as we're beginning our second century, let's cultivate both attitudes.  Let's be thankful for all the gifts 
we've been given by all those who have gone before us.  And as we face our continuing mission, let us do so with hu-
mility, knowing that the tasks we're called to are far larger than anything we can hope to accomplish in our own 
strength.  God's grace, and providence, and sustenance, are the only things that will enable us to continue to minister in 
the future.

Education for Ministry , better known as EfM, is an 
extension course from the School of Theology, University of the 
South (Sewanee).  The course of study allows participants to 
dig deeper into the Christian faith by studying the Bible, Church 
history and theological ideas and reflect on connecting faith 
with life experiences. The program begins with Year One, a 
study of the Old Testament. Year Two students study the New 
Testament; Year Three is a survey of Church history. Year 
Four completes Church history and explores theological, phi-
losophical and ethical matters. Classes meet weekly for a 34 
week period, usually from September through May.

A Look Back in Timeé 

St. Paulôs-on-the-Plains Episcopal Church 

       October - December 1944  
 

 

 Compiled by Rodney Goebel from Vestry minutes and pages of The North Texas Adventure 

  

            The Vestry of St. Paulôs Church met in regular session on October 9, 1944 at the Parish House. [Exactly 

where or what the Parish House was is not clear. They may have met in Seaman Hall or the Rectory at the time 

located near the rear of the church.] The Rector, John Winslow, opened the meeting with a prayer. The follow-

ing persons were present: Otto Rea, Dr. O.R. Hand, Mac Austin, Robert Allen, Clayton Carter, J.E. Ausburn, 

Wallace Rix and F.A. McClain. Mr. McClain served as secretary. 

            The Treasurerôs report by Mr. Ausburn was presented and thoroughly discussed. After it was accepted 

by unanimous vote, Mr. Allen presented this resolution: ñThat Mr. Ausburn be given our commendation for the 

efficient manner in which he is keeping the financial records of the church.ò 

            Bills totaling $55.25 were approved for payment. They included $37.50 for a janitor and yardman, 

$9.64 for a Milwaukee dustless brush, and $5.00 for postage. The budget committee presented a budget for 

1945, amounting to $7000.00. This was an increase from the original estimate, so as to include more money for 

Sunday School supplies, stenographic work and other items. The matter of the Parish assuming all of the Rec-

torôs salary was discussed, but no action was taken. [Although St. Paulôs was now a parish, the Rectorôs salary 

continued to be supplemented by the National Church.] 

            Next came the matter of payments to the Building Fund. Messrs. Carter, Michie, Rix and McClain vol-

unteered their services as solicitors, and Mr. Ausburn volunteered to furnish a list of all unpaid pledges. 

            Next meeting of the Vestry came on November 6, 1944. This meeting took place in Seaman Hall. The 

first action was approving payment of $88.36 in routine bills. Next, Mr. Allen, as chairman of the Budget Com-

mittee, presented a ñcomprehensive planò of soliciting pledges to meet the budget for the year of 1945. The 

plan was discussed and considered to be a good one and it was left to the Budget Committee to follow through. 

            Mr. Rix was appointed by the Vestry to get the cost of the needed number of pews, and report at the 

next regular meeting. Mr. Rea was asked to purchase a sign for the churchyard. There was discussion about the 

matter of having a motion picture presented in the church. The motion was tabled.  

In other business there was favorable discussion of the effort to have the home of the Bishop located in 

Lubbock. [This would not happen during the terms of Bishops Seaman or Quarterman. Both headquartered in 

Amarillo. After Bishop Henton succeeded Bishop Quarterman in 1972, he moved his home and office to Lub-

bock.] 

            Some very good news prevailed at the December 4, 1944 meeting held in Seaman Hall. The Treasurer 

presented a very careful examination of finances at St. Paulôs.  Discussion followed. Mr. Marbut then moved, 

Mr. Lewis seconded, that the Treasurer be authorized to pay the balance due on the church building. The mo-

tion passed by unanimous vote. The fine work of the Building Fund committee had paved the way for the ac-

tion.  

            Next up was the matter of the upcoming Christmas Offering. In the past few years this offering went to 

the Building Fund.  The following action was approved: St. Paulôs Christmas Offering would now go to Bishop 

Seaman, ñin appreciation of his long and faithful service.ò Mr. Winslow was asked to prepare a letter to be sent 

to all the ministers in the District, the purpose of which being, to inform all churches of the North Texas Dis-

trict what St. Paulôs had arranged to do. Perhaps, they too, would wish to share in this good cause.  

You see, because of failing health, our beloved Rt. Rev. Eugene Cecil Seaman, Second Bishop of the 

North Texas District since 1925, had submitted his resignation to the House of Bishops. His resignation would 

be accepted in January 1945. 

 A special era in the life of the Episcopal Church in North Texas was about to endé
